Article 1:  The 6th international underwater fishing challenge will be held in Bizerte from the 28th of May to the 1st of June 2004. A committee will be in charge of this manifestation organization 

Article 2: Any submarine fisher who has a national or an international licence, and by which he is insured when practising underwater fishing competition, could participate. The ones who have no licence may obtain a federal one if presenting  : a medical certificate + 2 photos + an insurance covering the practice of submarine fishing competition and a legalized authorisation of the parents if  under the age of 16.

Article 3: The international challenge of underwater fishing “Neptune Trident “ will be held in two rounds of 5 consecutive hours each one. In case of the interruption of a started round, for bad weather or any other force majeure reason, the will only be considered as valid if it lasts at least the half of the foreseeable duration of a round.- two hours and a half. 

Article 4: The fishing ground will be defined, by the competition supervisor, a day before the competition running.

Article 5: For safety reasons, the “Neptune Trident” competition will be held between teams composed of two competitors each one. Every team should imperatively provide a buoy (compulsory swollen) in addition to a length of a nylon rope of their choice. The buoy could be wet provided that it will be held by one of the competitors (only one of the competitors dives whereas the second shall stay on surface).

Article 6: To ensure a permanent safety for the competitors during his fishing, the competitors of a same team should inevitably maintain in turns the buoy, a buoy abandoned, even momentarily, or the non respect of the required distance between the buoys generates the disqualification of the team.

Article 7: The competitor in action of underwater fishing shall keep a maximal distance around the buoy of about 10 meters. The catch should be hanged to the buoy by a fish-hanger -provided by the competitor- the possession of a belt hook is formally forbidden an any breach will induce disqualification.

Article 8: During the competition and immediately after the first hour, each team should respect a distance of approximately 20 meters between the buoys.

Article 9: The competition supervisor, after defining the fishing ground and the start-up locations, shall indicate, to the competitors, the exact time which will be exclusively considered valid during the competition. Diving should take place only 5 minutes before the official start-up. The rounds end will not be announced by a resonant or a luminous signal, thus the competitors should trust their own watches.

The competition shall not be stopped except in case of force majeure, in which case, the supervisor will take the necessary measures.

Article 10: According to the meteorological conditions, the pure and simple annulment of the competition could be pronounced by the competition supervisor.

Article 11: the possession or the use of a luminous fire place or a loaded riffle is forbidden. The competitor should not resort, during the competition, to any system of respiratory help other than a tuba and to any submarine propulsion means other than a flipper. 

Article 12: Safety and surveillance will be ensured by boats which should not displace the competitors. They only transfer the teams to the starting points till the 4th hour of the competition. If a competitor resorts to a boat, his team-mate should also go up on board ; In case the competitor or the team resort to  a boat in the fifth hour of the round, the team    will not be ranked.  The arrival to the starting point after the 5th hour is eliminatory for the round in process.

Article 13: Only the possession of a fish proves it’s belonging to a competitor.  The exchange or grant of catches is formally forbidden and shall induce the disqualification of the breaching team.

Article 14:  Any team who committed a breach and was disqualified should immediately give the catches he got to the arbitrator who disqualified him. 

Article 15:  At the end of the competition, all competitors should bring their catches to the weigh responsible.

Any team who throw a catch into water or anywhere else will be disqualified.

The catch and the competitor badge should be put together in a fillet or a bag specially made for this effect.

The fillet or bag should be closed and given to the weigh responsible.

In case the badges were not given back, a reimbursement will be required when taking back the fishing licence.

Article 16:  the catch value: valid fish are worth 500 points plus one point per gram plus bonuses per species.

The number of catches is counted per specie and limited to seven (07).

· The minimal weigh is fixed to 500 grams

· The minimal weigh of liche, Amberjack and ubadeche is 2 000 grams.

· The maximal weigh counted is 7 kg per catch.

The bonuses are:

· 250 points for  the Sar, the Grey Mullet and the Bass

· 500 points for the Denti and the Beam

· From the 3rd specie a bonus of 1000 points is granted.

The prohibited catches are:

· The grouper 

· The baliste and the lunar fish 

· The plate’s fishes: Skates, soles, brills….

· The cephalopods: Octopus, cattle fish, calmar ….

· The crustaceans: Lobsters, Bay lobsters ….

· The snakes: Murray eel, conger eel…

NB:  modifications could be introduced before the competition.

Penalties:  the catch which weight is inferior to 350 grams (from 0 to 349 grams) will be considered non valid and penalized by the removal 500 points.

Catches of 350 to 499 grams will be considered non valid but not penalizing

The liche, Amberjack and ubadeche which weight is less than 1500 grams (from 0 to 1499 grams) will be considered non-valid and penalized by the removal of 500 points.

The catch of 1500 to 1999 grams will be considered non-valid but not penalizing

The prohibited catch will be penalizing by the removal of a number of points equal to their weigh in grams.

Article 17: All the fishing products will remain at the disposal of the organisers under the competition supervisor control.

Article 18: Complaints: any eventual complaint during the competition should be presented to the supervisor before the weigh-in. A deposit of 30 Tunisian dinars (20 Euro) is required with any complaint which should be presented in a written form. During the weigh-in, any complaint should be presented immediately to the weigh-in supervisor, out of this delay; it will not be taken into account.

Article 19:  During the weigh-in, which will take place in the presence of the competitors, and in case of litigation on a fish weight, the jury members can request the dissection of the fish.

Article 20: The teams final ranking will be established on the accretion of obtained points. In case of point’s equality between two or more teams, the number of species, the number of valid catches and eventually the weight of the thickest catch will be taken into consideration.

Article 21: The competitors, officials, organizers and accompanists accept the risks inherent to competitions in general and to the underwater fishing in particular. They declare perfectly knowing the practice of the submarine fishing and to being in good physical condition.

The competition organizers, representatives, assistants, supervisor and arbitrators should assume no responsibility for any damage that may occur to the competitors and other participants due to their registration to Neptune Trident Competition and particularly to the underwater events.

Article 22: The participants to Neptune Trident (competitors, accompanists, organizers, jury and spectators…) do approve the publication and diffusion of their pictures and commit to promote, support and defend the underwater fishing on all media means.

Article 23: Any regulation breach will induce the disqualification of the involved team for the current round.

Article 24 : In order to settle any litigation  or a non resolved complaint, a jury composed of a president, four  designated members and an observer ( member of the scientific committee),  were appointed. In case of voices parity during a vote, the president voice is prominent; the jury decisions are irrevocable.
